As you may know, the Trident United Way (TUW), representing Charleston, Berkeley & Dorchester counties has 
recently made the decision to stop funding the Coastal Carolina Council’s Scout Reach program.  Scout Reach, a part 
of our Twin Rivers District led by a strong group of community volunteers, provides the traditional scouting program 
to over 500 inner-city and under-privileged boys who otherwise might not be able to participate in Scouting.  To that 
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Here are the facts

For funding year 2009-2010 (July-June), The Coastal Carolina Council received $81,400 from the TUW.�‡	
This leaves the “Scout Reach Program” with a $41,000 short fall for the remainder of  2010.�‡	
The TUW believes the Scout Reach program does not produce measurable outcomes for our community.�‡	
TUW measures the success of the Scout Reach program by the percentage of youth that earn a HS diploma or GED.�‡	
Because of the nature & duration of our program The Coastal Carolina Council does not measure graduation rates. �‡	
We believe however, and we think you will agree, that the Scouting program makes a meaningful difference in 
boy’s lives  and contributes to their long term success. Scouting’s long history and proven program provides posi-
tive mentoring, contributes to a strong moral background, and builds the leaders of tomorrow.
